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Resumen:

La Ley nacional 26.529, modificada el 24/05/2012, por medio de la Ley N° 26.742, “Derechos del Paciente en su relaciéon con los Profesionales e
Instituciones de la Salud”, regula la obligatoriedad de la Historia Clinica, su instrumento y confeccion. Define a la historia clinica como “el documento
obligatorio cronolégico, foliado y completo en el que conste toda actuacion realizada al paciente por profesionales y auxiliares de la salud” (Articulo 12) y
es obligaciéon de los profesionales odontélogos cumplir con este marco legal. Determinar el nivel de conocimiento de la Ley de Derechos de los
Pacientes por los profesionales odontélogos matriculados en la provincia de Cérdoba afiliados al Circulo Odontolégico de Cérdoba de 25 a 60 afios de
edad, que ejerzan en el sector publico o privado. Se realiz6 un estudio descriptivo de corte transversal con estudios de tipo proporciones a modo de
estudio preliminar. El instrumento utilizado fue una encuesta, con preguntas cerradas, auto administrado a los odontélogos afiliados al Circulo
Odontolégico de Cérdoba. n=1100. Participaron 236 odontologos de aproximadamente 1200 afiliados. Se determiné que un 84% de los odontélogos
encuestados, no conocen la Ley 26.529. El 26% de ellos, manifiesta que no le realiza historia clinica completas a todos sus pacientes. El 32 %
manifiesta que no realiza el Consentimiento Informado. Solamente el 18% de los odontélogos conoce el mecanismo de entrega de la Historia Clinica al
paciente. El 64% no la conserva en los afios que deberia conservarla.
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Abstract:

National Law 26,529, modified on 05/24/2012, through Law No. 26.742, "Patient Rights in its relationship with Health Professionals and Institutions",
regulates the obligation of the Clinical History, its instrument and making. It defines the clinical record as "the obligatory chronological, foliate and
complete document in which records all actions performed on the patient by professionals and health aides" (Article 12) and it is the obligation of dental
professionals to comply with this legal framework. To determine the level of knowledge of the Law on Patients' Rights by dental professionals registered
in the province of Cérdoba affiliated to the Dental Circle of Cordoba from 25 to 60 years of age, exercising in the public or private sector. A cross-sectional
descriptive study was conducted with proportional-type studies as a preliminary study. The instrument used was a survey, with closed questions, self
administered to the odontologists affiliated to the Circulo Odontolégico de Cérdoba. n = 1100. 236 dentists from approximately 1200 affiliates participated.
It was determined that 84% of the dentists surveyed do not know Law 26,529. Twenty-six percent of them stated that they did not complete their medical
history with all their patients. 32% state that they do not make Informed Consent. Only 18% of dentists know the mechanism of delivery of the Clinical
Record to the patient. 64% do not keep it in the years that should keep it.
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
