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Resumen:

Introduccién: Se define la violencia en las relaciones de noviazgo, dating violence, como todo ataque intencional de tipo sexual, fisico o psiquico, de un
miembro de la pareja contra el otro en una relaciéon de noviazgo.

Objetivo/s: Conocer la prevalencia de violencia durante el noviazgo en adolescentes y jévenes, contribuir a la identificaciéon de conductas violentas.

Material y Métodos: Encuesta validada, anénima,de participacion voluntaria, realizada en 458 adolescentes y jovenes entre los 10 y 25 afios,con el
formato Google Drive.Requisito indispensable: actual relacién de noviazgo. Los resultados fueron analizados de forma descriptiva mediante el célculo de
porcentajes.

Resultados:

De las 458 encuestas respondidas el 79,9 % son mayores de 19 afios, 18,8 % tienen entre 17 y 19 afios, 0,9 % entre 14 y 16 afios y 0,4 % de entre 10 y
13 afios. De los cuales el 77% son mujeres y el 23 % hombres, y un 0,2% no definido. El 74,5 % son residentes de Cérdoba capital. El 44% se ha
sentido controlado ,40 % fue acusado por ser infiel o actuar de forma sospechosa, 33 % de los encuestados ha perdido contacto con familiares o amigos
para evitar que la pareja se moleste, el 31 % alguna vez sufrié criticas y humillaciones, un 38 % su pareja tiene cambios de humor estando en publico
ylo a solas.

Un 17% ha sufrido violencia fisica mediante golpes o sacudidas,el 10% ha sufrido amenazas de suicidio,de muerte o con armas,el 10% alguna vez
cedié a peticiones sexuales bajo amenazas, después de una situacion violenta su pareja en un 20% se muestra carifioso,el 2% ha buscado ayuda
médica o legal después de una situacion violenta.Un 15 % refiere que su pareja es violenta con otras personas.

Conclusiones:

A partir de los resultados obtenidos, podemos corroborar que hay una alta prevalencia de violencia en el noviazgo, muchas veces pasa desapercibida,
ya que se piensa que la pareja actlia de esa forma por amor, se naturaliza.

Inferimos que las distintas formas de violencia son progresivas, siendo mas frecuentes el control emocional y psicolégico, luego la violencia fisica y
sexual.
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Introduction: Dating violence is defined as every intentional aggression, sexual, physical or psychic, from one member of the couple against the other, in a
dating relationship.

Objective/s: Know the prevalence of violence during dating relationship in adolescents and young people; contribute to the identification of violent
behavior.

Materials and Methods: Anonymous voluntary survey, to 458 teenagers and young people between 10 and 25 years old, via Google Drive. Essential
requirements: being currently in a dating relationship. The results were descriptively analyzed by percentages calculation.

Results:

From the 458 surveys answered, the 79,9% were over 19 years old, the 18,8% were between 17 and 19 years old, the 0,9% were between 14 and 16
years old, and 0,4% were between 10 and 13 years old. Of which 77% were women, 23% were men and 0.2% were not defined. 74,5% were citizens
from Cérdoba city. 44% felt controlled, 40% were accused of being unfaithful or acting in a suspicious way, 33% have lost contact with relatives or friends
to prevent their partner from getting upset. 31% have ever received critics and humiliations, 38% said their partner has mood changes being in public or
alone. 17% have suffered physical violence by knocking and shaking, 10% have suffered suicide threats, deaths threats or with guns, 10% have ever
yield to sexual requests under threatening. After a violent situation, the partner, in 20% of the surveys, have shown him/her kind; 2% have searched
medical or legal help after a violent situation. 15% refer their partner is violent with other people too.

Conclusions:

From the results obtained, we can corroborate there is a high prevalence of dating violence, many times it remains unnoticed, since it is thought that the
partner acts that way because of love, it becomes naturalized.

We can deduce that different kinds of violence are progressive, being more frequent the emotional and psychological control, then physical and sexual
violence.
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
