Our article provides reliable information of a group of patients who underwent orthopedic surgery with concomitant use of a non-permanent vena cava filter. We are well aware of all the limitations of this study; however, given the scarcity of literature on the topic regarding orthopedic procedures, we believe this manuscript can aid in understanding the mechanical and hematologic complications that can be expected. 
We are pleased to submit our manuscript to your journal, which represents an actual cradle of orthopaedic knowledge, basis of the literature available at our disposal.
